THE SKY IN FEBRUARY (Roger Brower)

1. Venus is in the evening sky. Look for it in the west soon after sunset.

2. Saturn reaches Opposition on February 10th so it rises in the east and sunset and sets in the west at sunrise all
month. Look for it in the constellation of Leo near Regulus.

3. Mercury, also in the evening sky, will be visible the first couple of weeks in the west-southwest right after
sunset.

4. Jupiter moves to the morning sky this month. Look for it in the southeast before sunrise.
